No personal gear shall be unattended unless secured in authorized storage as required for station
security requirements.

Cadets may not operate motor vehicles with other non-family cadets while on station.

No cadet may leave drill for any reason, including with adult supervision, without permission of
the Command Duty Officer or the Commanding Officer.
